Main Tasks, Key Points, Difficulties and Breakthroughs of Classroom
Revolution in Universities

Abstract: Over the past 40 years, the university teaching reform in China has covered many aspects, but the
classroom as the main position of teaching has not become the focus of the reform, and the teaching effect has not
been substantially improved. Therefore, it is urgent to promote the classroom revolution in universities. Classroom
revolution focuses on changing the traditional classroom appearance and building modern classroom. Specifically,
it is to establish a new teaching field, a new teaching paradigm, a new learning paradigm, a new teacher—student
relationship and a new teaching environment.
